NCCP L2/C1 certification in TG or AG to coach Tumbling. If an exemption is required, please contact your PTSO.

JUDGE INFORMATION

Each province is expected to submit its allocated number of judges, as outlined in the Western Canada Cup Policies &
Procedures Manual, and to assign its highest-certified and/or most experienced judges whenever possible. Judge
submissions must be sent to tg@gymbc.org. If a province is unable to meet its assigned quota, it must contact
tg@gymbc.org to determine whether the requirements can be fulfilled using judges from the host province. Failure to
provide the required number of judges, or for confirmed judges to attend, will result in a $500 fine per missing judge, levied
against the province.
